REVIEW OF ACTIVITIES
APRIL 05 — JULY 06
(Interesting Snippets)

2005 saw the bi-centenary
celebrations of Trafalgar. Not one
to pass on an opportunity, Peter
Davis, our Resource Unit
Assistant, looked at the industrial
waste donated to the Resource
Unit and, using foam, card and
more than a little ingenuity,
created the entire battle fleet out
of scrap. The resulting display
was warmly welcomed by our
members and public alike at
various events across the city &
beyond.

Through the support of EBMK
Shanks First Fund we were
able to utilise the skills and
expertise of Judi Gale working
alongside other staff & MKPA
members to write and publish
our very own ‘Scrapstore
Workbook'. This has been
given out free of charge to
existing members and is
available to new members at a
small cost. Feedback from
members has been excellent
with comments such as: -

“Its excellent bed-time
reading — gives me loads
of ideas to do with our
kids”.

“So good, we have used it
for all our summer
planning”. — Buzz Clubs.

The Resource Unit takes in over
100 tonnes of industrial waste
each year to be re-used for

arts/crafts, creative play, science
projects, carnivals and for any
community based activity




The picture above illustrates the
use of domestic irons to deliver
an Encaustic Art (beeswax)
painting workshop in our training
rooms at Kiln Farm. This was
one of a range of courses called
‘How do | teach the kids this?’
encouraging adults to teach new
skills to children & young people.

The Training Department has
grown rapidly, last year we
reported that we had run 58
courses, this year the training
programme has increased to 80
courses with a further 20 new
titles running for 06/07.

Courses range from, a series of
qualifications up to a Level 3
Diploma in Playwork  for
Managers of settings, a variety of
arts and crafts courses, re-use of
scrap, courses to meet OFSTED
requirements and a number of
courses to support the
appropriate inclusion of children
with  additional needs into
activities.

We have been able to work in
partnership with many agencies
including BBC Breathing Spaces
- creating bugs out of scrap —
filmed for T.V. and shown on the
local news. We actively look to
work alongside other partnership
agencies to encourage the widest
possible audience.

Supported by Milton Keynes
Council during 05/06 the Play
Association has been able to
purchase £20,000 worth of new
equipment for both the general
Play Equipment Library and the
Special Needs Equipment
Library. Before deciding on
what to buy time was spent
consulting with older children

aged 10-14. The resulting
purchases include a video
camera and editing suite,

electric drums and guitars,
balance bikes, potters wheels,
giant inflatable slide and many
other items of equipment.

New equipment

needs extra storage

and during the year

we installed a new
mezzanine floor in

the workshop to

provide more space.

The equipment

library is very well

used with over 2,000

children & young

people regularly

using the loan system via after
school clubs and community
groups.

The Play Association now has
over 160 separate items of
equipment in the library making
on average 460 loans per year
throughout Milton Keynes

Other areas of work include
‘The Base’ a project to give
Young Carers a chance to be
themselves and have freedom
to play. Running throughout the
holidays we now have a waiting
list of children wanting to
attend. 3 young carers have
grown too old to attend,
however all have been recruited
as young leaders and now
volunteer for us regularly.

Aqua Play, run weekly for 8-13
year olds wuses a local
swimming pool venue to
provide arts crafts/sports and of
course swimming.

Young people living in the local
area decided on what they
wanted originally when setting
up the scheme and continue to
have a say through the Steering
Group. Current statistics show
that Youth Crime in this area is
stil down in comparison to
previous years
